Remember to bring: Camping gear, cookware, dinnerware and
silverware, and clean-up supplies. Writing tablet and pen,
sunscreen, insect repellant, flashlights, bathing suits, towels, musical
instruments and other talent show and bazaar items. Breakfast and
snacks.

No alcohol or recreational drugs, please. No pets, per camp ordinance.

Camping: In all its beauty, this is a primitive campground on the
Van Duzen River: There is no electricity (no fridge), no showers or
flushing toilets. There are some cooking grills (bring your own wood) and
the kitchen house has a gas stove. Bring sturdy shoes and clothes for hot
days and cold nights — all activities are outside, including Zikr.

Meals: This year we are providing all lunches and dinners. Vegetarian
options available. We request that individual campers provide for personal
dietary needs. Bring your own breakfast foods, morning coffee, tea, etc.
Bring snacks and drinks for the kids. A small convenience store is nearby.

Kids Camp: We encourage you to bring your children to camp.
Parents, if someone else will be bringing your children to camp, please
request and fill out a “Temporary Release to Guardian” form.

There is no lifeguard at the river: children should wear flotation
safety devices and be accompanied by adults at all times.

Directions: From Highway 101, just south of Fortuna, take Highway 36
exit (only 1 direction to choose) toward Carlotta. Drive 11 miles to Pamplin
Grove. A few curvy miles past Carlotta and past a little store, on the right -
look for signs for camp. Driving time from Eureka is less than one hour.

Times: The gate for the camp opens Friday at noon, and you are welcome
to come anytime after it opens. Opening Circle begins at 6:15 PM,
Dinner at 6:45 PM. We will leave the grove on Monday by 11:00 AM.

THE GATE WILL BE LOCKED AT 6:00 FRIDAY NIGHT.

PLEASE MAKE SURE THE GATE IS
RE-LOCKED BEHIND YOU.

Camping space is limited, so please register early. Campsites are taken on
afirst come, first served basis.

Extra fees are added to late
registration — please note the dates when those fees apply.
