On to Essaouira on the Atlantic coast.  Originally founded by 

the Phoenicians in the 7th century B.C., the Portuguese 

claimed it in the 15th century and under the name of 

Mogador, it became a trade center. Today it is well-known for 

its artists and craftspeople.  

Return to Casablanca along the coast, stopping for lunch and 

sight-seeing.
